ABOUT AZERBAIJAN

The Republic of Azerbaijan is the largest country in the South Caucasus
region and is located at the crossroads of Asia and Europe on the western
shore of the Caspian Sea. It is bounded by the Russian Federation to
the north, Georgia to the northwest, Armenia to the west, the Islamic
Republic of Iran to the south and Turkey to the southwest. The Caspian
coastline is 713 km in length. In addition to the mainland are located

a few small islands (Absheron archipelago) belonging to Azerbaijan.
Azerbaijan covers an area of 86.6 thousand square kilometers and has a
population of 9,6 million people.

The Azerbaijan Democratic Republic was established in 1918 and was
the first country in the Muslim world to recognize women's voting rights.
Unfortunately, in 1920, Azerbaijan found itself under Soviet authority.
This continued until 18 October 1991 when the Republic of Azerbaijan
regained its independence.

The landscape of Azerbaijan consists of mountains, lowlands and plains.
In the north of the country rises the Greater Caucasus Mountain range
with the Lesser Caucasus to be found in the south-west. The highest point
of the Republic is Bazarduzu in the Greater Caucasus Range (4466m),
The central part of the country covers the Kura-Araz, the south-east - the
Lankaran lowlands. Mountain lakes like Batabat, Maralgol and Goygol
possess their ouwn unique beauty. Many natural mineral springs have
been revealed in Azerbaijan - the most famous are - «Badamly» and
«Sirab». The fauna and flora of Azerbaijan are also rich.and diverse.

9 out of 11 of the World's climatic zones
can be observed in Azerbaijan.

The Republic of Azerbaijan includes the
following territorial-administrative divisions
- Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic, 65
districts, 69 cities, 14 city districts, (12 in
Baku, 2 in Ganja), 130 settlements and
4354 villages. The reason for the territory
of the Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic
being separated from the mainland is
because of border changes implemented in
1920 by Soviet authorities. In that year the
Zangazur region of Azerbaijan was granted |
to the Armenian SSR and consequently the
Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic became
separated from the rest of the country. The
Nagorno-Karabakh region of Azerbaijan
and seven surrounding districts have been
occupied by Armenian armed forces since
the early 90s.

The founder and initiator of the
Azerbaijan Puppet Theater was
Molla Aga Babirli. On May 16,
1931, by order of the Commissariat
of National Enlightenment, a
puppet theater was established

in Baku. Named ‘Circus’, the very
first performance on the stage

of the theater was given in April
1932. The building of the puppet
theater was constructed in 1908 by
the Polish engineer, Iosif Ploshko.
In 2007, within the frameuwork of
the State Program «Azerbaijan
Theater in 2009-2019» the theater
was completely reconstructed.
Since 2011, the theater has been a
member of UNIMA (International
Association of Puppet Theaters).

BAKU MARIONETTE THEATER
BAKWHCKW TEATP MAPUOHETOK

The Marionette Theater is one of the theatrical art genres that are popular all around the
world. Such theater tradition does not exist in many countries due to its complexity. The

first performance in Azerbaijan using Marionette puppets, was presented by director and
artist, Tarlan Gorchu in the late 1980s. A marionette performance based on the “Arshin mal
alan” (cloth peddler) operetta by Uzeyir Hajibeyli, the founder of the Azerbaijani composers’
school, was premiered in France in 1990, and subsequently the show was performed in
Germany, the USA, Russia, Poland, Switzerland and other countries. A special building in the
Old City was allocated to the theatre in 2013, with the support of Mehriban Aliyeva, the First
Lady of Azerbaijan. In order to enable the theatre to expand its activities, all requirements
have been met for the theatre’'s operation in the XIX Century, neo-classical building located
on M Magomayeyv Street.

The Baku Marionette Theatre presented a performance based on the “Leyli and Majnun”
opera by U.Hajibayli here in December, 2016. The preparation work on the 14-act puppet
spectacle took three years. The theatre’s next project will be the marionette performance of
“O olmasin, bu olsun” (If not that one, then this one) operetta by U.Hajibayli.

Performances of world-famous
theater directors are shown, meetings
with cultural luminaries are held, and
evenings with prominent artists and their
commemoration meetings are held on
the «UNS» Creative Scene in line with the
mission of the project.

AZERBAIJAN NATIONAL LIBRARY

HALIOHAJIbHASA BEVB/TMOTEKA A3EPBAVIDKAHA

The Azerbaijan National Library was
launched in 1923. In 1939 the library was
named after Mirza Fatali Akhundzadeh,

the thinker, playwright and enlightener.

The present library building, which is a
magnificent architectural monument designed
by Mikayil Huseynov, was inaugurated

in 1961. There are 27 departments and 46
sections functioning at the National Library
which is on a par with the largest libraries

of Europe and the World, and holds about 5
million copies of print products in its collection.
The library receives dozens of periodicals every
day as well as all new literature published in
the country. The «Rare Books Museumn» is also
in operation here..

AN automated system has been applied in
the library, and e-copies of book collections
have been available along with the electronic
catalog since 2003.

AN «Open Library» serving readers 24 hours a
day was launched in 2016. Book exchanges
among readers, e-services, virtual ordering
opportunities in the «Open Library» attract the
attention of Baku residents as well as visitors.

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So, you are in Baku! Suitcases and jet lag are
left in your room, and walks around the city
are in full swing.

You've already strolled along the waterfront,

listening to the whisper of the Caspian,
climbed to the very top of the Maiden
Towver, listened to old stories about the
Shirvanshahs, wandered through the former
homes of the great rulers, managed to fall in
love with the mysterious entangled alleys of
the Old City...

And, for sure, you are hungry. What is

not surprising is that Azerbaijanis like to

eat delicious food. Tourists have come to
associate Baku not only with the smell

of sea and oil, but also with the delicious
aroma of Azerbaijani cuisine.

In order to describe the wealth of Caucasian
hospitality, it will take more than one page
in a tourist booklet; even the whole booklet
would hardly be enough. Better we tell you
about the light, but tasty and nourishing
Azerbaijani dishes. The famous lamb

kebab, shah- pilaf and lavangi you will

still try anyway - enjoy them best of all, for
dinner. And for a quick snack on the go, we
recommend choosing lighter meals.

fFertile lands have given us rich nature and
a lot of greenery. Skilled housewives know
dozens of recipes using fragrant herbs -
coriander, celery, spinach, and many such
plants that are found only in the Caucasus.
Dolma in grape leaves is perhaps the most
famous and at the same time original dish
of Azerbaijani cuisine. Minced mutton with
rice, fresh dill and seasonings wrapped

in thin pre-marinated grape leaves. Even
though it sounds unusual, the taste is simply
inexpressible!

You should also definitely try dovga - this

is usually served as a starter and consists of
curdled milk and finely chopped greens with
the addition of chickpeas. UJhen served hot,
dovga becomes an exotic alternative to the
usual soup, and the cold version will
peerfectly satisfy and cool you on a hot day.

It is difficult to talk about the local cuisine
without mentioning pilaf - there are so
many varieties that every gourmet will
immediately find several favourites. UJorth
mentioning, for example, is pilaf with sabzi-
govurma - white long-grain rice and spiced
stewed greens with pieces of meat. You
can leave out and the meal will become
vegetarian.

In the ‘must-try’ list of a traveler through
RAzerbaijan, a separate place is occupied by
gutabs. A thin dough, folded in the shape of
a crescent, filled with fresh greens, meat or
pumpkin. It is lightly fried in an overturned
hot frying pan called a saj and served hot.

Salads in Azerbaijan are also a favourite.One
very popular cold snack is Mangal Salad,
whose name suggests the way of cooking.
The secret of the aroma of the «smoke of
the fire» is simple: eggplants, tomatoes and
pepper are cooked on the grill and then cut
into a salad. Ue advise you to try it!

We finish our short review with one of the
most delicious dishes of Azerbaijani cuisine
- this is a variety of dolma called Three
Sisters. As it looks - eggplants, tomatoes

and Bulgarian pepper (those same three
ingredients) are filled with minced meat,
fried with seasoning and herbs, and languish
on a low heat until ready. The taste is
unforgettable!

After a relaxing hearty dinner, and dessert
comes the time for interesting conversation.
The traditions of tea drinking in Baku are
unshakable - this tart drink is drunk at any
time of the day here, and in any weather.
Order a tea set, and you will want to put off
your walks and shopping for a later hour.
Along with a teapot of freshly brewed tea
with thyme, poured into an armudu glass,
tea will be served with assorted joms as
well as nuts and dried fruits. UJe advise you
to choose jam from walnuts, white cherries,
and watermelon or rose petals and, of
course, do not forget to try national pastries -
baklava, Sheki halvasi, badambura.

Fridge magnets are already ubiquitous but it's
still difficult to pass them by without picking
up a few pieces for colleagues and neighbors.
You can also get stained glass souvenirs with
perhaps an image of an oil rig or the Maiden
Tower. But most likely you will want to know
what kind of practical gift you can bring to
your friends and relatives. You can’t lose by
buying Azerbaijani wine which is locally
produced by several vinyards and comes in
a multitude of varieties and types. Azerbaijani
wines are available from budget to premium
quality to suit every taste.

Walking through the very heart of the city -
Icheri Sheher - it is easy to see that Azerbaijan

is also the birthplace of fine luxury carpets. OK,

maybe you can't take a really large carpet
with you, but you can buy a smaller carpet
as an example of carpet weaving. There are
several carpet weaving schools, for example,
Karabakh, Shirvan, Ganja, Guba, Absheron -
each of them has its own unique patterns and
techniques. Before making your purchase,
you should go to the Carpet Museum and
get acquainted with this beautiful ancient art.
A perfect gift would be a set of tea glasses
known as Armudu. An Armudu is a pear-
shaped glass in which tea remains hot and
fragrant for a long time. Painted Armudu
glasses are not just useful, but also an original
decoration for the interior of any room.

By the way, if your way passes through

the bazaar, pay attention to bags of thyme.
Just a few twigs of this dried fragrant plant,
thrown into the teapot, will give your tea a
completely different taste. And yes, spices
and herbs are definately best bought on the
market from the grower. Where there is teq,
there are also sweets! Take with you a jar

of Azerbaijani jom - abundant local nature
has not stinted on the different kinds of fruits
and berries available . A fig jam is good for
breakfast, dogwood will provide cure for a
cold, quince and apricot will decorate a sweet
table, and jam from nuts or the white cherry
will be a firm favorite.

Continuing on from tasty souvenirs from
Baku, it is impossible not to mention
traditional Azerbaijani sweets. Baklava, halva,
shakarbura, kyata, shor gogal, badambura -
all this can be purchased and gift wrapped
for yourself and for friends.

If you are in search of a special gift for a
woman, then your choice is Kelagayi. This

is a national headdress in the form of a silk
scarf with a pattern printed from natural
dyes. There are many patterns and designs
that are applied to the scarves but the most
popular is the Kelagayi with the pattern
known as Buta.

AN excellent, unforgettable gift for a man
would be a handmade backgammon set.
Boards with unique carved designs and
stylized stones are a really worthwhile
acquisition.

WHAT CAN YOUu BUY IN BAKU FOR $10 ?

Baku is a city of catchy contradictions and
enticing temptations. The mottled lights of the
capital at night or the enchanting skyscrapers
reflecting whole spectrum of shades of the
sky above the Caspian Sea; all these are as
though from an eastern fairy tale with a
western accent. Travellers and businessmen
from all over the world come here to relax
and enjoy the mix of nature and technology.
ANnd while there is no question of what a
business man on an expensed trip might do
in Baku, the situation with for those on a tight
budget is somewhat different. So, this time
let's avoid trendy clubs, fashionable terraces
and designer showrooms and look right in the
heart of the capital of the winds - to where
the woman selling gutabs can be cajoaled
into putting in a bit more filling and without
you being asked for more money; where for a
dollar you can get a whole teapot of fragrant
tea from the reaches of Azerbaijan, and you
can experience a ride on the city funicular
almost free!

So, we have compiled a short list of what can
be done in Baku having only one free day
and only $10 in your pocket. You'll see that it
turns out that life in Baku is not as expensive
as it might seem to the uninitiated!
Traditionally, the guests in the city will want
to get acquainted with the major historical
places of Baku, within the walls of Icheri

Sheher. And it's here the adventure begins!
Here you will certainly be lucky enough to
eat real Azerbaijani fast food - gutab. For the
filling, you can choose from herbs, meat, liver
and even pumpkin. This small gastronomic
miracle costs about $ 0.5-1.

After having a quick bite, we mMove on to
explore the narrow, picturesque streets of

the Old City, where here you will come

across colourful souvenir stalls and antique
shops. Later you can go down to the seaside
boulevard. Here, all along the seashore, there
is a line of various teahouses where wonderful
aromattic Azerbaijani herbal is served for just
a couple of dollars per kettle. And don't forget
the homemade jom!

It's time to devote some time to the sea, away
from the shoreline! For this, a boat leaves every
hour from the quay for an excursion that costs
just $3. The salty breeze, the gentle eastern
sun and the white foam of the troubled
Caspian, will take away all your worries,
leaving behind only a trail of inspirational
memories from the city of contrasts.

Tonight is a time for drunken merriment in
Baku. What should a guest do here? Go to
one of the bars in the central streets of the
city, and definitely try some locally produced
pomegranate wine, A glass of this drink will
cost $ 3-4, but the enjoyment is priceless.
Walking in the centre of the capital, we advise
you to rise higher, after all Baku stands on a
hill. The easiest way to get to the observation
point is on the city funicular which, by the
way, is free. It will take you to the Daghustu
(Highland) Park, where an incredible
panoramic view opens onto the bay and the
whole of the capital.

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Spending a summer vacation on the beach
- an all-time classic favourite. Over recent
years, Azerbaijan has become a popular
tourist destination among foreigners, and
not least thanks to the Caspian Sea. The
mild, warm climate gives Baku residents a
chance to kick off the beach season in May
and swim in warm waves until the middle
of September.

It is not surprising that the coast of the
Absheron peninsula attracts tourists so
much. It's not only the affordable prices
and a good level of service, but also the
healing relaxing ambiance - the pure sea
air, therapeutic sanatoria on the shore and
a rich, diverse natural environment.

The official opening of the beach season

is at the beginning of June. You can get

to the beach by driving a few kilometers
from the city center. But it's not advisable to
swim from the beaches closest to the city -
the water here is not really clean enough.
But you can dine and sit on the coastal
terraces, gaze into the distance across the
sea. If you want to take a plunge into the
Caspian Seaq, it is worth going to one of
the resort villages, located about two hours
from Baku.

Here you will find mini-hotels, cottages,
forests and gardens, wellness centers with
swimming pools and water parks, as well
as many cadfes, restaurants and clubs with
an entertainment program for the whole
family.

A little closer are such beach villages as
Mardakan, Zagulba, Nardaran, Bilgah. The
beach area here can be both private - with
a fixed entrance fee, and public, where you
can additionally rent an umbrella, a table,
chaises longues. Choosing any beach to suit
your taste and pocket, you can bring your
own food and drinks or order food from the
nearest café.

Vacations in 5-star hotels are also popular
as well, Azerbaijan is not inferior to
expensive European resorts. Hotels with
world-famous brands on the Caspian coast
offer a high level of comfort and provide
visitors with all amenities.

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HISTORICAL MONUMENTS

NCTOPNYECKME MAMATHINKIA

In ancient times, Baku was one of the most densely populated cities not only in the
Southern Caucasus but also in the Middle East. Preserving ancient history, cultural heritage
and architecture to the present day Icherisheher is an open-air museum. The Maiden’s
Tower and the Palace of Shirvanshahs, are included in the UNESCO World Heritage List. Even
centuries ago crowded market squares, streets and large estates emerged in Icheri Sheher.
Various handicraft sectors were formed and developed here including the production of
goods such as pottery, metal and glassware. With its triple row of fortress walls, the Maiden
Tower and other fortification facilities, the structure of the city plan was defensive in nature
and was very much like a real labyrinth. Enemy troops who entered Icherisheher became
lost in these alley as if falling into a stone trap. Uhen we bring to life the narrow streets and
squares of the Old City which have survived till the present day, we can clearly see that city
life of past centuries has dramatically changed over time.

Gobustan preserve is located in the eastern part of Azerbaijan, in the area of the
Boyukdash, Kichikdash and Jingirdagh Mountains of Greater Gobustan. The Gobustan
preserve is widely known,not only in our Republic but also worldwide, for its rock
engravings and monuments of primitive culture. These monuments are ancient
drawings, cupules for preparing drinks and gathering rain water, tuwo-sided hollows
for tying-up animals, signs, tamgas, ancient inscriptions and so on. Revealed and
registered on more than a thousand rocks and stones these monuments were created
by ancient man and are the reflection of his agricultural and intellectual activity.

The Petroglyphs of Gobustan are artistic chronicles of the past. They bear great
importance both for the study of the pre-history of humanity and for the study of lots
of spheres of primitive art: graphics, music, dance, stone processing, etc. Gobustan'’s
monuments cover a period of approximately 20 thousands years beginning from the
end of Upper Paleolith till the beginning of our era.

YANARDAGH / AHAPAAT
FIRE BURNING FOR MILLENNIA / 3TOT OFOHb FOPUT ThICAYENETVAMU

Azerbaijan has been historically
known as the Land of Fire because
of its rich oil and gas resourses.
The natural fires that have

been blazing in various parts of
the country for millennia have
greatly influenced the beliefs and
traditions of the local people and
has been celebrated in works of
literature and art. An example

of this natural phenomenon

is found 25 kilometres from

Baku, in a place known as
Yanardagh located in the village
of Mahammadli. The natural
gas that seeps onto the surface
gives this mountain (whose name
translates as ‘burning mountain’)
its famous ‘burning’ look. In

order to protect Yanardagh and
attract tourists here, this area was
declared a historical, cultural and
natural reserve in 2007. Today
Yanardagh reserve is a favourite
destination for tourists visiting the
country. The mountain appears
to be covered in tongues of flame
from its foot to its peak, resembling
red tulips. At first, such an
unusual sight may give a strange
impression, but this feeling turns
into fascination upon watching
the fire majestically seep out of
the mountain core.

MAIDEN TOWER

The exact date of construction
of the Maiden Tower is
unknown. In the 12th
century the Maiden Tower
became part of the defensive
system of Baku and was

the main stronghold of the
Baku fortress - one of the
most powerful fortresses

of the Shirvanshahs. But
later studies of the Maiden
Tower completely refuted

all previous assumptions
about its defensive purpose.
In the XVIII-XIX centuries,
the Maiden Tower was

used as a beacon. On the
facade of the tower from the
entrance side there is a stone
with an inscription in Kufic
handwriting which says:
«The Tower of Masud, the
son of Dawood.» Since 2010,
with the aim of popularizing
the Maiden Tower, the
International Festival of Art
«The Maiden’s Tower» is held,
in which artists from various
countries adorn the tower
with mock-ups.

SHIRVANSHAHS’ PALACE
NBOPEL| LUMPBAHLLAXOB

The palace was the former residence of the rulers of the Shirvanshahs. It is a complex
where, in addition to the palace itself, can also be found a courtyard of the Diwan-

khana, the courthouse, the Shirvanshahs’ burial vault, the palace mosque of 1441 with its
minaret, the bathhouse and the mausoleum of the court scholar, Sayid Yahya Bakuvi. The
palace complex was built in the period from the XIII to the XVI century. On the palace
itself, no inscriptions have survived. Therefore, the time of its construction is determined

by the dates on the inscriptions on various architectural monuments, which relate to the
palace complex. In 1964, the palace complex was declared a museum-preserve. In 2000,
a unigue architectural and cultural ensemble, along with the fortified walls enclosed by
the historic part of the city and the Maiden Tower, was included in the UNESCO World
Heritage List. The Shirvanshahs Palace is considered one of the pearls of the architecture of
Azerbaijan.

(congress center), a museum, exhibition
halls, administrative offices. The project

of the center was developed in 2007 by
the famous architect Zaha Hadid. The
construction of the building was covered
on the channels of Discovery and Science
Channel, dedicated to the most courageous
engineering projects of modernity and
architectural masterpieces of the world.
The opening took place on May 10, 2012.
In 2014, the Heydar Aliyev Center was
awarded the Design of the Year. It is
considered one of the symbols of modern
Baku.

ASAN VISA - QUICK AND CONVENIENT

In January 2017, the ASAN visa portal was launched in Azerbaijan. For a length of stay in
the country of up to 30 days, a one-time electronic visa can be obtained from the portal and
is available within 3 working days after payment and sent directly to the applicant’s e-mail.
The state fee is 20 US dollars for a visa.

Applications for electronic visa via the portal are intended for individuals, families (at least 2,
maximum 10 people) and groups (Minimum 10, maximum 300 people). The simplification
of visa procedures has a positive impact on the flow of tourists into the country. After the
introduction of electronic visas, the number of tourists arriving in Azerbaijan increased by 11
percent in 2016.

Bear in mind that, visa procedures in international airports of Azerbaijan for citizens of

the United Arab Emirates have been simplified since November 2015; for citizens of Kuwait,
Qatar, Oman, Saudi Arabia, Japan, China, Bahrain, the South Korea, Malaysia, Indonesia
and Singapore since February 2016. After the introduction of electronic visas, the number

of tourists coming from European countries has also increased. In addition, according to
statistics, about 70 percent of visitors are citizens of states that enjoy a visa-free regime with
Azerbaijan.

TAX FREE SYSTEM IN AZERBAIJAN

The Tax Free system used internationally when dealing with tourists has just been launched

in Azerbaijan. In order to benefit from the Tax Free option, one must present receipts of
transactions for purchased goods whose total value should be no less than 300 AZN (including
the value-added tax). In Azerbaijan, for all goods, value-added tax is equal to 18%. For each
purchased item, 20% of the value-added tax will be withheld as a service fee and the rest

will be reimbursed. The item must be taken out of the country within 90 days following the
purchase, after which the value-added tax will no longer be reimbursed.

On leaving Azerbaijan, one must present the items and their receipts at customs. Payment
can be made either in local or foreign currency. Tax fFree is not extended to the following:
excise goods, grocery items, medications and pharmaceutical items, objects constituting the
country’s historical and cultural heritage, objects exempt from value-added tax at the time of
purchase, objects which require a license in order to be exported out of the country, unaffected,
untreated and unsorted gemstones, bar-shaped pieces of precious metals, goods transported
in unaccompanied baggage, vehicles and their spare parts. The Tax Free system is operation in
all international airports of Azerbaijan. In the future, this system will be available at all border
checkpoints. Currently, the Tax Free system is connected to more than 250 shops and shopping
centers.

CLIMATE

Azerbaijan is a fascinating country with its rich, unique, natural beauty and stunning
shades. 9 out of 11 major climate zones on Earth can be witnessed here. The country
is situated at the junction of moderate and subtropical zones, so the climate is varied.
The average temperature in January varies from +3 to +10 degrees and reaches +26,
+35 degrees in July and August. Precipitation is low.

LANGUAGE

The official language is Azerbaijani. Azerbaijani belongs to the Turkish group of
languages and at the same time is very close to the Turkish accent. The vast majority
of the population speak Russian fluently. In hotels, bars, shopping and business
centers, English is also used.

PHOTO AND VIDEO SHOOTING

You can take the usual tourist photos and videos (with the exception of some
objects), but while taking a photo of strangers on the street or in any public place, as
a matter of courtesy, it is advisable to ask permission.

ALCOHOLIC DRINKS
All restaurants and bars serve alcohol. In addition, anyone can buy alcohol without
restriction from market or shops.

WORKING HOURS

Weekends are usually Saturday and Sunday (mainly for public offices, Additionally,
official holidays are days off. Private companies sometimes operate on Saturdays.
The vast majority of the shops and supermarkets are open daily. Working days
start between 8am and 9a, commercial facilities close between 9pm and 11pm,
restaurants and bars - much later.

MEDIA AND INFORMATION

In Azerbaijan, 9 national and regional TV channels are available, as well as various
radio stations. In addition, via satellite and cable TV, you can watch the channels

of numerous countries all over the world. Hotels also offer a package of local and
foreign channels. Besides many local newspapers and journals, periodicals in English
and Russian are available.

MEDICAL SERVICES

At state medical centers, emergency help is provided free of charge. The ambulance
service is available 24 hours a day by calling (012) 103. There are also many private
medical clinics and centers where the vast majority of doctors know €nglish Some
pharmacies are open throughout the night.

SECURITY

Azerbaijan is the most stable and secure country in the region. Law and order
is present in the streets of cities. Azerbaijanis are very law-abiding and friendly
people and respect other people’s traditions and customs. Tourists feel very
comfortable here.

ISSUES RELATED TO ARMENIA AND AZERBAIJAN, NAGORNO-KARABAKH
CONFLICT

The Nagorno-Karabakh region and seven surrounding districts of Azerbaijan

are currently under the occupation of Armenian armed forces. Therefore, foreign
tourists visiting Nagorno-Karabakh through Armenia are perceived negatively

in Azerbaijan. Visiting occupied territories is incontravention to international law
and considered as an illegal visit. If tourists have visited Nagorno-Karabakh and
there are relevant records in his passport, he will not be given a visa to come to
Azerbaijan. This issue should be approached with patience and in all seriousness
in order to show respect to the feelings of Azerbaijanis. Moreover, Azerbaijan can
not ensure the safety of tourists in the occupied territories.

CURRENCY

The national currency is the manat. Exchange of any currency is possible in banks
and many exchange offices. Banks are usually open on weekdays (some on
Saturdays) from 10 A.M. to 5 P.M. You can also check some hotels for currency
exchange points.
